30 June) for those who experience COVID-19 symptoms more than 28 days after famiydoctororiocal pharriacy 8 | B
having had COVID-19. If a person develops new COVID-19 symptoms, and it is 29 .
days or more since their previous infection, it is possible that they are experiencing "
a COVID-19 reinfection and they should get tested. This reflects a change from earlier advice which was that
people would not need to re-test if they had tested positive for COVID-19 within the past 90 days. Anyone taking
the test should upload their results to MyCovidRecord. Should they test positive, and it has been more than 28
days since they last had COVID-19, they will need to isolate for 7 days. This is because there remains a small
chance of catching COVID-19 again within 90 days of a first infection, especially if it is a different variant or sub-
variant. If it is 28 days or less since a recent infection, a test is not needed. The Ministry of Health is constantly
reviewing the national and international evidence on reinfections. However, evidence and infection rates vary
greatly between countries and the data is very sparse. New Zealand’s experience with COVID-19 has taught us a
lot about how effective public health measures are at protecting us from other airborne viruses, such as the flu.
Let’s keep practising these throughout winter to keep ourselves and our communities safe.

ROAD WORKS UPDATE

Raised Crossings

Construction of the raised table located opposite Green Island Memorial Park will begin
on the 4th July 2022. Works will begin on the Southern side of the road to utilise the
school holidays as much as possible. During the raised crossing works opposite Memorial
Park, traffic will be an alternating flow (traffic light operation 24hrs per day) and some
parking will be disrupted. We will be minimising the impact on parking as much as
possible.

Pipe Renewal
The main scope for the potable water line cutover has been completed. Ancillary works will be completed on this
next week.

Traffic and Parking

Main South Road in Green Island will temporarily return to two-way traffic as the pipe renewal and road safety
improvement project progresses. Currently, one-way traffic flow (travelling west towards Brighton) is in place on
Main South Road for pipe renewal work between Jenkins Street and Church Street.

We anticipate pipe renewal work on Main South Road will be completed by the end of next week (Friday, 8 July).
This will then allow enough room for Main South Road to temporarily re-open to two-way traffic for a few weeks.
The Church Street and Shand Street intersection will remain closed during this time so that new kerbing and
channels can be installed there.

A full road closure at the intersection of Main South Road and Church Street will be required for the construction
of the new roundabout from approximately early-August to early-October 2022. We looked extensively at options
to keep Main South Road open during this period. However, unfortunately the full closure is unavoidable because
we need to provide safe and adequate space for our construction crews.

Before the traffic flow change comes into place, we encourage the use of the signed detour - along Howden
Street and back down Jenkins Street - to visit those businesses located between Howden Street and Church
Street.

There are multiple areas of signage, barriers and cones in and around Green Island. The signs and cones in Main
South Road are placed in specific locations due to legislation, and also for safety of both our workers and the
public. You can continue to park on Main South Road unless signed otherwise. Parks that sit within traffic cones
or hard fencing are also not available at this time. We will endeavour to provide parks wherever we can do safely
and in line with the traffic management guidelines.

Project Overview
The works are progressing well and the full road closure for the intersection improvements is set to be brought
in early-August, ahead of schedule.
